5. Matters Arising

Tayside Main Issues Report and Consultation

Kevin and Trudy attended the meeting. Consultation will take place until 14th Jan 2011. Public Consultation Meetings at Loch Leven Campus will take place on 18th October and 6th November 10am – 4pm.

It was stressed that it is really important to get involved in the future of our communities and this cannot be done just through Community Councils and Councillors. See local website www.fossoway.org  for more details.

Blairingone War Memorial

Marion Anness gave a report from the sub committee that had formed and met since the last CC meeting. CC agreed to send a letter inviting officers of the Council to a meeting with members of the sub group and the developer to discuss next steps.  Concerns were also raised about the Roll of Honour from the Church that is currently held in Saline Church. Blairingone School was suggested as a more suitable place. Marion Anness agreed to raise this with the school.

Dunning Glen

Sandy gave a report on multi agency meeting and progress.

6. C.C. Business: 

Kevin attended Convention of P&K Community Councils meeting. A questionnaire will be sent out to all CC’s requiring instances when planning consent has been granted subject to conditions and these haven’t been met. Alastair to liaise with Trudy.

Ramsay gave a report from Loch Leven Community Campus Partnership.

If there are any problems with Community Campus then to email them. 

Problems raised so far are booking issues, car parking, need for a handbook and use of Plasma screens to display events.

The move of Council offices to the site was also discussed.

Sandy gave a report from a meeting about parking problems at Church in Crook of Devon. P&K Council are receptive to the use of new land put aside for graveyard. Sandy put out a request for volunteers to help to create a new car park especially for earth moving equipment.

Maps showing proposed changes in boundaries electoral wards were displayed and brought to the attention of the meeting. PKC proposals to change the boundaries were not contested.

7. Councillor’s  Report from M. Barnacle.

A91 Closure, Cllr felt that CC’s should be informed of road closures.

Fossoway After School Club has now closed.

Parking at Fossoway primary school, Cllr has sent a letter and is awaiting a reply.

In reply to A. Briscoe re A977 mitigation measures, these had been agreed by CC and in public meetings.

Main Issues Report. 

Level of growth does force changes to be made in housing density and agricultural land. 

Cllr was in agreement with concentrated growth around Perth City. 

Re Housing in the Countryside, how farm steadings are dealt with does need to be looked at.

There was a policy gap between large and small scale wind farms.

Local Plan 2014- 2024: Kinross Strategy was for an additional 360 houses of which 25% were to be in the landward area which means 90 houses. Two options are proposed. 

1st option, housing to be split between Blairingone, Powmill, Scotlanwell and W. Balgonie.

2nd Option, 90 housing site to be at Powmill or Crook of Devon.

Cllr Barnacle favoured the 1st option. He encouraged public to see documentation at the Loch Leven Campus Meetings.

Road Issues: Loss of road dept. at Turfhills has implications for the local area re gritting and flooding. 

Cllr was asked if the questionnaire taken by CC earlier in the year about the development of Powmill would be taken into consideration by the Council. Cllr felt that it would be. 

Credit was given to Thompson Homes to the level of consultation with the community.
